Love One Another Campaign Wave 2 Prep Memo

We are pleased to assist Wave 2 parishes prepare for their campaigns launching in July and August. This memo supplements in person wave preparation meetings and individual meetings held with campaign staff, and parish leaders and staff. It is intended for pastors, parish directors, trustees, appropriate parish staff, and Archdiocesan campaign staff.  

Love One Another Campaign Updates and Highlights
· Pilot parishes surpassed their wave goal by 116% and raised $11.7 million.
· Five of 36 Wave 1 parishes have already met or exceeded their goals ahead of schedule!
· Parish wave 1 has already achieved 65% of its $20.9 million goal and looks on track to goal.
· The average pledge in the pilot parishes to date is $9,000 ($150 per month for 60 months—five years)! 
· The total raised to date in the campaign from all sources is more than $32.5 million.

· Also, please make sure the individual case elements in the proxy request total the exact amount of the parish 60% share of the parish goal.

By June 15, please:
· Provide Wave Prep. Director with:
· Pastor Signature, Pastor Photo, Parish Photos (8+), Parish Letterhead, Parish Envelope
· Identify & recruit your Campaign Co-Chairs (2 to 3), they should attend the wave launch with your other invited parishioners.
· Invite 5% to 10% of your registered households who are among the most engaged and supportive families to a Wave 2 Campaign Launch with Archbishop Listecki
